LLTM 2011 rules.


The LLTM organization, hereafter called organization, is assuming that everybody knows what he or she can or can’t do at a LAN event. Because of that we made the rules simple and short. If you have any doubts about a situation or rule, please contact the LLTM organization. Visiting the event does mean that you have read and agree with these rules. Please keep in mind that we create this event for you. Don’t make us regret this. And of course, breaking these rules will result in proper action and will also have consequences for future events. 


· Requests/orders from LLTM- and/or Tobit software crew are to be followed 

· Minimum age for taking part in the event is 14 years. 

· The organization is in no way responsible for damage and or loss of goods and equipment. 

· Everybody is responsible for their own hard- and software license. 

· Keep your sound level acceptable. 

· Keep exit and escape routes free.

· No smoking in the venue.

· Using drugs or excessive drinking of alcohol will not be tolerated. Miss use can result in removal from the event. 

· Soft alcoholic drinks are allowed over the age of 16, strong alcoholic drinks are best not used, but only when over the age of 18. 

· You will be held responsible for your own behavior. Damaging property, violence, or misconduct will not be tolerated.

Extended version:
General

· Minimum age for taking part in the event is 14 years.  When under supervision the age limit is lifted.

· The organization has the right to ask for identification. Make sure you have one within reach. 

· Canceling a reservation is possible until 2 weeks before the event. A full refund, when applicable, will follow. 

· Keep exit doors and escape routes clear.  

· Camping outside or near the event area is prohibited. We offer a list of available hotels in the area. 

· We keep the right to deny or refuse admittance, without reason or statement. 

· Denied access will have consequences for next events.

· We keep the right to change/adjust these rules, this will be announced in a news item on the website or via the mailing list. 

· In situations not covered by these rules, the organization will determine the matter involved. 

· All decisions are irrevocable. Complaints can be made to the LLTM organization through the LLTM website. 

· Damage caused to property of the LLTM organization, Tobit software, its partners or others will be recovered from the responsible person(s). 

· Be sure that you can prove that your personal belongings are really yours. The organization can not be held responsible for any theft of property.

· To prevent misunderstandings you can/should mark your equipment and personal belongings.

· Keep valued items locked and save. 

· During the day and after closing hours, security will be present. However, the responsibility is your own.

· The organization will notify the police when serious misconduct is done. 

· Visiting the event does mean that you agree with these rules. 
 

Power and equipment.

· Reels are not allowed. We recommend a maximum of 2.5 meter in length. 

· It is not allowed to pull power from other table blocks. 

· It is not allowed to connect UPS. 

· Some systems which use too much power can be refused unless there are other possibilities in the hall. 

· With case-modding systems please pay attention that it is earthed, especially with metal case and/or water cooled systems. 

· Household equipment like coffee machines, microwaves, sandwich-irons etc. are not allowed. 

· Cooling-boxes are not allowed. 

· Equipment working on gas is not allowed. 

Software/Hardware

· Software that is being put on our servers or transported through our network is supposed to be Shareware or Public Domain. 

· The LLTM organization will not be held responsible for any copyrighted software that might be transported over our network. 

· It is prohibited to reproduce copyrighted software/material, without the permission of the writer or publisher. 

· It is prohibited to use hard- and/or software of which you are not the owner, without the express written permission of the owner. 

Sound, Speakers en Amplifiers

· Headphones are to be preferred.

· It is prohibited to bring full scale sound systems to the LAN. We will not tolerate extensive sound levels. 

· Failing to comply with the above may result in the organization confiscating your sound system during the length of the event.
